Stellar (6 Row) – is the new malting 6 row available, we have a very limited supply left.


Flax:


CDC Sorrel – is the highest yielding variety, with 101 days to swathing ripeness.


Peas:


CDC Meadow (Yellow) – is a high yielding early variety, with a very good rating against powdery mildew.  They stood 36 inches tall at harvest, just an amazing pea.


CDC Sage (Green) – is an average yielder but have a very good rating against powdery mildew.


Oats:


AC Morgan – is a good quality milling oat, a high yielder and late maturity.


Leggett – is also a milling oat good yielder and also late maturing.


 Mustard:


Andante (Yellow) – we have 11 bags available if someone runs short.


Canary:


Cantate – a hairy high yielder.





     We will be growing Goodeve and Unity this year.  


The Goodeve VB yields about 10% greater than current varieties.  It is rated very good for lodging, has a good disease package, is 2 days earlier then Barrie and with an estimated height of 35.8 inches. 


The Unity VB yields 15% higher than most varieties, is a taller variety, at about 37 inches, with a good disease package and matures the same as Barrie.

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New Varieties of Wheat: to Manage Wheat Midge!


Wheat midge has contributed big dollar losses for western wheat producers.  In 2006, it caused losses worth an estimated 40 million due to yield loss and down grading.  Much of the lower quality crop came from key wheat producing areas in central Saskatchewan.


Now, after 15 years of research, a new generation of seeds will enter the market this fall, bred specifically to combat the orange blossom wheat midge.  Midge tolerance in all varieties originates from a single gene called the Sm1 gene.  The Sm1 gene is responsible for a more rapid rise in the level of two naturally occurring phenolic acids in the seed coat of immature wheat.  These compounds discourage feeding by the wheat midge larvae, thus midge starve and die.  The tolerance has been naturally bred into the wheat varieties; they are not GMO’s.

Newdale (2 Row) - yields 13% higher than Metcalfe with similar maturity.


AC Metcalfe (2 Row) – is a highly demanded Malt variety.


Legacy (6 Row) – is a good yielder.
